Competition Regulations
 
1. The main organisers are Homebrewing division of Kosice (aka. KDD), open association of beer homebrewers and Peter Bognár in cooperation with partners. The competition is under the patronage of Association of Slovak small independent breweries, homebrewing department.
2. The competition is open for homebrewers who brew their beer from malt extracts, raw ingredients, or their combinations. The beer mustn’t be sold commercially or brewed in official breweries.
3. Category specification of the tasting competition “BIELA VRANA 2016” according to BJCP:
    A. category: BJCP: 24. Belgian ale - 24. C Biére de Garde
    B. category: BJCP: 20. American Porter and Stout – 20. C RIS
    C. category: BJCP: 21. IPA – 21. B speciality Rye IPA
    D. category: BJCP: 10. German Wheat Beer - 10. B Dunkels Weissbier
    E. category: BJCP: 15. Irish Beer – 15. A Irish Red Ale
    F. category: Experimental Beer - Slovak Herbal Ale (according to specification)
 
      Winning samples from the specified categories (A – F) will compete for the title of:
“GRAND SPECIAL BIELA VRANA 2016“
 
4. The organizer reserves the right to cancel any of the announced categories if the number of registered samples in the respective category will be less than 5 samples. The organizer reserves to move a registered beer sample to another category, if they were incorrectly classified by a producer.
 5. Applicants can apply by sending properly filled application form due to the stated date, paying the entry fee and agreeing with the Competition Regulations.  The maximum number of samples from one homebrewer is one per category, with no limitation of participation in categories. Any uncertainties regarding classification of a beer sample will be dealt with the given participant.
6. Entries will be sent on request by e-mail, or will be available on the website KamNaPivo, or the Facebook page. You can request it from an organizer in person. Application forms for "BIELA VRANA 2016" can be sent up to 15th February 2016 (23:59 hrs.) to the following email address: bielavranakosice@azet.sk or to the address of the main organizer - Peter Bognar, Partizánska 1, 040 01 Kosice, Slovak Republic
It is needed to state the following in the application form:
- full name of the manufacturer (or the name of the home microbrewery)
- homebrewer's address, phone and e-mail contact
- name of the beer and the category to which the beer is registered
- Indicate how the beer was brewed (top, bottom fermentation), raw ingredients or malt extract (if wheat was used, please mark it)
- Date of brewing - beer delivery method (in person, by mail, via a contact person ...)
7. Entry fee / donation for the entered samples of beer must be paid no later than at the day of the competition, before the start of the competition at 9:00 am, at the venue in person or by postal money order to the address Peter Bognar, Partizánska 1, 040 01 Kosice, Slovakia.
8. Entry fee in 2016 is considered a gift, costing 3€ per entered sample. If the sample is registered to the F. category: Experimental Beer - Slovak Herbal Ale, the entry fee/gift for the beer in this category is 1€.
 9. Beer samples need to be delivered to the organizer no later than on 15th February 2016 to the address Peter Bognar, Partizánska 1, 040 01 Kosice, or after agreement with the main organizer of the competition to Pivovar Hostinec, Hlavná 65, 040 01 Kosice, Slovak Republic. Beer samples can be delivered from 11th January 2016 to the abovementioned address by 15th February 2016. Beer samples received after this deadline might not be included in the competition.
10. Beer samples must have a minimum volume of 1.5 litres and be in glass containers, for example 3 x 0.5 litres, or 4 x 0.33 litres. Each package must contain a label with a name of a beer, manufacturer's name and a classification to a category. Bottles cannot have a permanently attached label, it must be fixed to a bottle by a rubber band. The label will be a part of the application. Marking crown corks is not allowed. If these conditions are not met, the organizer has the right to exclude samples from the competition.
11. Beer samples in the respective categories will be assessed via so called "a 100 point system". According to the sensory evaluation of a taster, each beer sample will be assigned an appropriate number of points. After the totaling of scores of all tasters in the commission, the final number of points will be determined, and this score will be the basis for a rank in three levels. Should two or more samples achieve the same score, the highest partial score will be the judging criterion. This role will be executed by an independent commissary who will guarantee the objectivity and accuracy of the evaluation. The results will be published in its entirety i.e.: award, sample number, homebrewer’s name, the name of a home brewery, score.
 
The awards are organized into three levels, as follows:
Zlatá chmeľová šiška (Gold Hop Cone - 1st) excellent beer (89.00 to 100 pts.)
Strieborná chmeľová šiška (Silver Hop Cone – 2nd) great beer (75.00 to 88.99 pts.)
Bronzová chmeľová šiška (Bronze Hop Cone – 3rd) good beer (59.00 to 74.99 pts.)
 
There is no award granted under 59 points. In a particular level, there can be awarded many beer samples, the difference is a score only, however, the same number of points may occur also.
12. Prizes. The main prize is "GRAND SPECIAL BIELA VRANA 2016", winner of this award, in addition to the diploma, is given an opportunity to brew his winning special beer from raw ingredients in the brewery Hostinec Košice at a maximum quantity of 5 hl. The winner of "GRAND SPECIAL BIELA VRANA 2016" also wins 50 bottles (0.5 liters) of the brewed beer special for his own use. The remaining share will be distributed by the brewery Hostinec Košice and the organizer via their own commercial network, under the brand name of the winner. The prize is time-limited and can be claimed by 30th April 2016 by setting the date of brewing and brewing the winning beer special. Please note that after the stated date this entitlement ceases.
13. The committee of tasters will judge the beers in their respective categories according to the BJCP system. The committee will compose of accredited commissaries who have passed relevant training. The committee will have at maximum five members, composed of brewing expert (professional brewer or other representative of a brewery), a certified taster, sommelier, a member of  the homebrewing department of Association of Slovak small independent breweries in Slovakia who is also a homebrewer, beer expert - amateur (e.g. Kalt Bier Klub). In the category of Grand Special there will be set at maximum 9-member committee. The committee will be directly subject to the main coordinator appointed by the director of the competition before the start of the competition. He will have a decisive influence in resolving any disputes, appeals, irregularities and manage the course of the competition in the relevant category.
14. In a case of cancellation of competition categories and discarding of a beer from the competition, or after a dissolution of the whole tasting competition, the full registration fee / gift will be returned to the candidate. Beer samples will not be returned to contestants.
 15. A part of "BIELA VRANA 2016" is a label design competition “Design etikety BIELA VRANA 2016“. This contest is open to all homebrewers, who took part in the main competition with their beer specials. The condition is that the registered label (or a label set) came from a beer that is registered in the main tasting competition. One piece of a label (or their set - neck, front label, back label, etc.) must be mailed to the main organizer or handed over personally after agreement of the place and time. If an author of a label (or a set of labels) is not an applicant - homebrewer, it is necessary to mention a specific author or a maker of a label (or a label file).
By sending a label (or a set labels), or any graphic design of a label, together with a logo of a brewery, a competitor in the design category “Design etikety BIELA VRANA 2016” gives a permission to use the labels of a beer and logos of a brewery for purposes connected with the event “BIELA VRANA 2016” and provides them in paper form to the committee for expert assessment in “Design etikety BIELA VRANA 2016”. Provided labels in paper form remain in the archives of the organizer of the competition in order to create a chronicle of the event, and will not be provided to other entities or individuals.
The best label (a label set) will be chosen by an independent committee consisting of five judges (a designer, a collector of beer labels, a member of the homebrewing department of Association of Slovak small independent breweries in Slovakia, a member of homebrewers, a common beer consumer,) each selecting three labels (label sets) with the highest points. The committee selects also the best overall design, adaptation to a purpose, inventiveness, execution of a project (a bottle, a gift packaging, a presentation as a whole, etc.) aiming to award a special prize:

16. The results will be announced after the completion of all competition categories. The awards ceremony will take place at the end of both competitions, personally to all the participants present. Prizes for absent Slovak participants will be sent by post or handed over to the contact person listed in the Competition Regulations. Foreign participant receive their prizes via contact persons or will find an appropriate way after an agreement.

The results of both competitions will be announced onsite in its entirety and the general public not later than 48 hours from the official announcement of the competition results, on the website www.knp.sk and the social network Facebook. Also at the request of a contestant, one may be notified about the outcome in an electronic form within 48 hours in the form of e-mail in a case an email address was written in the register form. Written assessment of competition samples which won first three places will be delivered within 3 months from the end of the competition to the specified e-mail addresses.
